To help
incentivize learning, they earn points as they complete
an activity, such as reading an article, interviewing
members of their community, completing an
experiment, or watching a video.

= Lasting rewards: donate their points to a non-profit
cause of their choice related to empowerment of girls
and women.

This platform will not only help girls learn more about
STEM, but also earn fun rewards, attend free
workshops and help non-profit causes.
